Kamal Kamooneh

The engineer Kamal Kamooneh, born in 1933
in Tehran, finished his education in Architecture
in Tehran University of Fine Arts. Along with the
years of his education, he got acquainted with
engineer Nezam Ameri, one the celebrated
students of Frank Loyd Wright which made him
interested in Loyd'’s school of thought. This ac-
quaintance led to the establishment of Ameri-
Kamooneh-Khosravi consulting group corpora-
tion in 1963. The result was designing, consulting
and performing of about 90 projects in hospital
and sanitation, tfrading, residential, service indus-
try and ... all over Iran before the Islamic Revolu-
tion. Afterwards, Komooneh Architects Corpora-
tion was established in 1990 by engineer Kamal
Kamooneh and started his projects firmly. In fact,
he continued what he used to do under Ameri-
Komooneh-Khosravi (which was the representa-
tive of Frank Loyd Wright Foundation in Iran). Of
this group’s many features, one can mention its
special attention to light, water, planting and
natural and local material in many different or-
ganic forms for a better welfare of human beings.

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tadao ando

Ando was born a few minutes before his twin
brother in 1941 in Osaka, Japan. From the age
of 10 to 17 Tadao worked at local carpenter,
He also had worked as a truck driver and boxer.
His first interest in architecture was nourished in
Tadao’s 15 by buying a book of Le Corbusier
sketches. His studying was very unusual. “I was
never a good student. | always preferred learn-
ing things on my own outside of class. When |
was about 18, | started to visit temples, shrines
and fea houses in Kyoto and Nara. | was study-
ing architecture by going to see actual build-
ing, and reading books about them.” As a self-
taught architect, he keeps his Japanese culture
and language in mind while he travels around
Europe. The simplicity of his architecture is main-
ly influenced by Japanese culfure. he believes
that architecture can change society, that “to
change the dwelling is to change the city and
to reform society”. “l am interested in a dialogue
with the architecture of the past”, Tadao Ando
says, “but it must be filtered through my own vi-
sion and my own experience. | am indebted to
Le Corbusier and Ludwig Mies van der Rohe, but
the same way, | take what they did and interpret
it in my own fashion.” Tadao Ando is the world's
greatest living architect. If Tadao Ando has one
weakness it may by a difficulty in franslating the
grandeur of his smaller buildings to a larger scale.
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
